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Three Strikes and They're Out
By the ADDA Board of Directors

Unable to secure funding for paid initiative circulators and lacking public support for their
measures, Chuck Reed and Carl DeMaio announced January 18, 2015, they would not seek to
put either of their proposed pension initiatives on the 2016 ballot.

Instead, the less than dynamic duo of ex -politicians announced a list of events that needed to
come true for one of their pension measures might prevail; that the California economy enter
a recession, that the Supreme Court rule against public unions in the pending Friedrichs case

and that voter turnout would be low in the 2018 election -which they claimed would be their
next attempt to put a measure on the ballot.

This is the third time Reed has announced a statewide pension initiative, only to fold for lack
of public support and funding to pay signature gatherers. There is no groundswell of voters
willing to circulate the petitions on their own time. Clearly this initiative was not the
"bulletproof* measure the duo loudly proclaimed but instead adds to their list of failures over
the past several years.

Prior pension initiatives they proposed by the Reed and DeMaio were never circulated for the

ballo t because they crumbled under the light of public scrutiny. One of Reed's proposed and
dropped initiatives received an Attorney General summary Reed claimed was misleading -
but a Judge ruled the summary was accurate. The duo abandoned another initiativ e even

staunch pension critics pensions labeled as "false” Reed and DeMaio's claims about the
initiative's scope.

Of course, 2015 was a terrible year for Reed, DeMaio, and the pension measure Reed helped

pass in San Jose and DeMaio in San Diego. Inthe summer of 2015, the San Jose City Council
voted to rescind the Reed measure. And late last year the Public Employment Relations
Board -a state agency --- ruled DeMaio's San Diego measure was improperly placed on the

ballot and must be rescinded (that matte r will now be on appeal).

Over the next two years, Reed and DeMaio will desperately hope for bad news to give their
proposed pension measures and extinguished political careers life. But, should they
resurface, in the words of Dave Low, Chairman of Cali fornians for Retirement Security "They
can be assured that any scheme they cook up for 2018 will meet the same fate of their

previous efforts because we will fight it with our full arsenal.”

The saga of the Finger in the Chili began on March 22, 2005 when a woman named Anna

Ayal a c¢cl aimed she found a severed finger in her cl
investigated by health authorities as an industrial accident -fo od contamination incident. That

was until our PD met with Joseph Desmond, the imposing and stalwart owner of the affected

Chilidés restaurant. He was convinced the incident
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sought a criminal investigation, even thou gh Wendybés corporate wanted
away. Desmond convinced us, so along with D/C Ruben Guizar, Lt. Stan Faulwetter and his

able Financial Crimes Unit detectives, we launched an unforgettable criminal investigation.

The team of investigators inclu ded Sgt. Luu Pham and Officers Fred Mills, Mike Epp, Jose

Martinez, Albert Morales and Norene Matrinelli.

The key to the case was determining the origin of the severed finger (actually about one -third

of a maleds index finger } desddledinhas §fenmle fingecduatbthe i ni t 1 &
long nail. State health officials traced every ingredient in the contaminated chili to their

source and no finger amputations had occurred during the processing of the meat or

vegetables. No fingerprint matches to the specimen were found.

Concurrently, we discovered that Anna Ayala had been involved in some shaky civil suits. As

the case evolved against her, Ayalads civil attor:i
Wendyos. At one point, Infcomerye dt lmdt at lpeg ecsentcami r

but we still had a crime to prove.

Much of our investigation took place in Las Vegas, where Stan and our team of ace detectives

repeatedly flew to conduct interviews and serve search warrants. The Las Vegas Me tropolitan

PD was extremely generous with their assistance and resources, especially the colorful old

school Vegas Fraud Commander Lt. Steve fAWhiteyo Fi
Wendyds Corporation said they were losing $1 mill.
esta blish a $50,000 reward for information leading to the origin of the finger, and even paid

to staff a private call center T which was administered by the private investigation firm of

Steve Ronco and Ken Pitts. We received many interesting leads, but none that were fruitful.

An informant c¢close to Ayaladés family in Las Vegas

obtained in Mexico, so we had the reward money advertised throughout Mexico, but again, no
valuable leads.

The case was starting to lag, but our break came when we found that
Placencia, was delinquent on $500,000 in child support, and we obtained an arrest warrant

for him. I believe the bail was the same amount of the past due child support I a nice touch.

Pl acenciads subsequent arrest was publicized in 1t
connection to Anna. Pl acenciads empl oyer seandext he
finger in question was severed during the operation of an asphalt processing machine. We

later found that after medical treatment, the injured employee, an affable goofball named

Brian Rossiter, brought the severed fingertip to a job site to show i t off to his co -workers.

Rossiter traded the trophy to Placencia in exchange for canceling a $100 debt.

With fingertip in hand, the creative duo of Ayala and Placencia then concocted their fraud

scheme, cooked the fingertip, and drove to San Jose and se |l ected Wendyds for t
doubt, they were anticipating a ¢ hutteelhad reotcouhtedroe nt f
the resolute Mr. Desmond, the Wendyds franchise o0\
Our Latent Fingerprint Unit matched the print of the severed fingertip to the injured asphalt

worker, and overnight, our County Crime Lab matched his DNA. We held a huge press
conference the following day, and Chief Rob Dauvis told the hordes of media present that the
Afgig was up. o



Both Anna and her husband were convicted and received 9 and 12 year sentences,

respectively. Rossiter was not charged. Wendyos C¢
was presented to Chief Davis and me at a convention in Las Vegas. The $50,000 in reward

money was split between the asphalt compan y owner and a key Las Vegas witness T a broke

single mom who was delighted. Mr. Desmond hosted the investigative team and other city

officials at his sprawling Central Valley walnut ranch to show his appreciation T itwas a great

day.

This all occurred  shortly before my retirement and working alongside Ruben, Stan, and our
fine detectives and the many other professionals who helped solve the case was a great way
to close out my career.

nearly doubled. On the opening night, before three days of strategy sessions and team -
building field trips, the staff gathered in the hotel courtyard.

a 10 -story bell tower where the chief executive, Steven Nardizzi, stepped off the edge and
rappelled toward the cheering crowd.

That evening is emblematic of the polished and well -financed image cultivated by the

Wounded Warrior Project, the c-grawingveterarschhrdyr gest an (

Since its inception in 2003 as a basement operation handing out backpacks to wounded
veterans, the charity has evolved into a fund -raising giant, taking in more than $372 million
in 2015 & largely through small donations from people over 65.

Today, the charity has 22 locations offering programs to help veterans readjust to society,
atten d school, find work and patrticipate in athletics. It contributes millions to smaller
veterans groups. And it has become a brand name, its logo emblazoned on sneakers, paper
towel packs and television commercials that run dozens of times.

But in its swift  rise, it has also embraced aggressive styles of fund -raising, marketing and
personnel management that have many current and former employees questioning whether it
has drifted from its mission.

It has spent millions a year on travel, dinners, hotels and c onferences that often seemed more
lavish than appropriate, more than four dozen current and former employees said in

interviews. Former workers recounted buying business -class seats and regularly jetting
around the country for minor meetings, or staying in $500 -per -night hotel rooms.

The organization has also spent hundreds of thousands of dollars in recent years on public
relations and lobbying campaigns to deflect criticism of its spending and to fight legislative
efforts to restrict how much nonprofits spend on overhead.

About 40 percent of the organizationds donations
about $124 million, according to the charity -rating group Charity Navigator. While that

percentage, which includes administrative expenses and marke ting costs, is not as much as

for some groups, it is far more than for many veterans chatrities, including the Semper Fi

Fund, a wounded -veterans group that spent about 8 percent of donations on overhead. As a

result, some philanthropic watchdog groups have criticized the Wounded Warrior Project for
spending too heavily on itself.

Some of its own employees have criticized it, too. William Chick, a former supervisor, spent
