I was very lucky to work with some great cops, and Jim was one of the best. We worked
together in the H-Units, and later in Auto Theft and as Robbery detectives.

It was nice to work with a partner that was even bigger than me. If we had a guy
stopped who started to mouth off, Jim would look him in the eyes and very quietly say,
"Wait a minute. Now we don't have to listen to that kind of talk." The guy would look at
Jim for a few seconds, then his whole demeanor would change and he would say, "I'm
sorry sir." And we would get on with it.

Jim was easy going and laid back, yet he oozed confidence and you knew you didn't
want to mess with him. We were together on the wildest chase and only gunfight I was
ever in when we chased two robbery suspects all over the Eastside at up to 110 mph
with their gunman hanging out the window shooting at us and Jim hanging out his
window shooting at them. When one of their rounds hit our car, Jim threw his python
on the floor and yelled, "Enough of this, gimme the shotgun.” He then blew a hole the
size of a basketball in their rear window and the chase was over. Later in interrogation
the gunman said, "I wasn't trying to hit you, I was aiming at your tire to try to stop you
from chasing us." Jim's quiet response was,"Really, well I was trying to kill you."

Off duty our families were close. His kids used to come up to my house to use my
woodworking tools to build things. We camped, water skied, fished, and hunted
together, including hunting deer on the ranch where his ashes would later be strewn.

Jim was a good friend and a great cop, and I miss him.

There's An 'Eerily Untouched' WWII Bomber In Hawaii You Need To See

d And we're finally getting to hear its amazing storyd

In February 1942, after America's first heavy bomber offensive raid of World War 11, a
bullet-riddled U.S. B-17E bomber crash landed in a remote swamp in Papua New Guinea
because it was running out of fuel.

The crew of nine survived, and over the next six weeks they battled malaria and heat
exhaustion to make their way to safety. But the Flying Fortress was left for lost for
decades. The plane has a pretty incredible story, and getting it back to Hawaii was no
small feat.

It wasn't until 1972, three decades after its crash, that Australian soldiers spotted the
partially submerged aircraft from a helicopter. They landed on one of its wings to
investigate and found it "eerily untouched," according to John Darnton's article in the
Smithsonian magazine.

"The machine guns were in place, fully loaded, and in the cabin there was a thermos
with what used to be coffee inside," Darnton wrote. "Some claim there was even an
ashtray with cigarette butts." Local press nicknamed the plane "Swamp Ghost."

It took years of negotiations between the salvage team, led by former WWII bomber
pilot and famed aircraft collector David C. Tallichet, and the Papua New Guinea
government. Kenneth DeHoff, the Pacific Aviation Museum's executive director of
operations, says it was well worth it, however, calling "Swamp Ghost" a national
treasure.
