SAN JOSE ð The San Jose Police Department announced Friday that it has chosen Taser 
International to supply body -worn ca meras for the force as it advances plans of 
outfitting officers by the summer. Police commanders in charge of the project were 
deciding between Taser, best known for being the pre -eminent maker of police stun 
guns, and Vievu, a firm once headed by a former  Oakland police sergeant. The selection 
is subject to approval by the City Council, followed by contract negotiations between 
the city and the manufacturer.  
 
Chief Eddie Garcia lauded the decision as a key move in the departmentôs march to 
catch up with ot her big -city departments in supplying the cameras, which have 
proliferated across the country in a post -Ferguson environment of heightened police 
scrutiny and accountability.  
 
ñI am looking forward to working with Taser and our officers on the rollout of the body -
worn cameras,ò Garcia said in a statement. ñI too would like to acknowledge the 
leadership of the police officersô union and our community for working together to make 
this possible. We are a highly professional organization, and the (cameras) will  enhance 
our relationship with the residents of San Jose.ò

In early 1979, I was renting a house in Willow Glen and had 2 CHP motor officer 
roommates: Ron Goates and Larry Horne. (With all the police heat in the area day and 
night, the neighbors loved us and even overlooked all the 415 parties.)  
 
Goates had just tr ansferred to the SJ CHP office after 5 years as a motor instructor at 
the CHP academy in Sacramento. Earlier in the previous year (1978) a group of officers 
from Dallas had gone through the motor school and become friends with Ron and other 
CHP officers. T hey decided to meet later that year at the Grand Canyon. This gave birth 
to the first ñCalTexò ride and rendezvous. 
 
When the 2nd ride was occurred in June of ô79 I was an eager participant with my 
Honda 750 SuperSport. We rode to Yellowstone but had to de lay our arrival for a day 
due to a major snowstorm that year in mid June. We laid over in Logan, Utah after 
finding a Best Western with an indoor heated pool and a state liquor store directly 
across the street. After Yellowstone, Larry Horne and I returned  home via Montana and 
eastern Washington.  
 
In 1980, Don Hale and I joined with Goates and the ñCalTexò group and we headed to 
Colorado Springs. I was riding a new Suzuki 1000 cc with a shaft drive, similar to the 
model I had ridden while attending the CHP motor school. During our 3 days in the 
Springs, Hale had a cousin who was a major stationed at the Air Force Academy, and he 
gave our entire group a private tour of all facilities and even fed us lunch in the 
Academy cafeteria. When we left Colorado, Goate s and his group headed to Nashville 
while Hale and I (and our passengers) headed to the Black Hills, then west through 
Montana, up to Calgary, Banff, Jasper, British Columbia, and back down the Pacific 
coast. In all, 2 weeks and approx. 5,000 miles.
