Ralph passed away on Sept 23rd after fighting a heart condition for the last several 
years after marking his 90th birthday. Ralph, a WW II veteran, and I became good 
friends during my tenure as Reserve Director and I came to rely heavily on his advice 
regarding issues affecting the Reserves. 
 
Ralph served as a “Fighting Seabee” and was present during the Invasion of Iwo Jima 
following in after the Marine offensive. His memory was seared by seeing all the dead 
soldiers as he made his beachfront landing. He and his unit were given orders to plow 
the island for an airfield and do it NOW! The island was not yet pacified, and Ralph had 
many bullet “pings” on his tractor as he and other Seabees raced to complete the 
airfield while Japanese soldiers would emerge from their caves and tunnels to try and 
kill more American Marines. At the end of the war Ralph was sent to mainland Japan 
where he saw all the carnage of the war. 
 
After the war Ralph met his wife to be, Josephine at a “big band” dance at the old 
Palomar Gardens Ballroom on Carlysle and Notre Dame Street in San Jose. They later 
married, which endured for 67 ½ years. Ralph joined the San Jose Reserves in 1951 
and served continuously for over 44 years, from '51-'96. This was a record that still 
stands for Reserve Officers who never served time as a regular. 
 
Ralph talked about a “big adventure” that occurred at the couple's meeting place: The 
Palomar Gardens Ballroom; the date July 7th 1956. Ralph was one of six officers 
working security that night for a rock ‘n roll concert. At the very same time, most of the 
rest of the entire San Jose Police Dept were at the annual “Police and Widows Orphan 
Ball” being entertained by “Leona Mortenson and Her All Girl Orchestra.” 
 
The owner of the Palomar Gardens had been booking rock ‘n roll acts without any 
problems until this famous night. He had signed Fats Domino to perform but had 
misjudged his popularity. Fats had blasted out a string of hits that were rocking across 
America. A crowd stretching 6 blocks long were waiting in line for the box office to 



open. When it finally opened at 8:30 p.m., the crowd surged and officers tried to keep 
them separated and from trampling each other. Almost instantly the ballroom filled to 
3,500 capacities, but the people outside were still crushed to get inside. The outside 
crowd built; the tension mounted while inside the ballroom fights started and bottles 
were thrown till finally Fats arrived at 10:30. He and his band rocketed onstage to 
sheer pandemonium. He started banging out, “I’m in Love Again, and Ain’t That a 
Shame.” Now the outside was making their way in; a bottle was thrown on the stage, 
and after only 45 minutes Fats was “outta there.” It now became a full scale riot; girls 
were fighting girls, guys fighting everyone. A call for help was put out by the officers 
inside and coming to the rescue was every police officer from the “Widows Orphan 
Ball”, dressed in their finest attire. It became a melee of major proportions. 
 
San Jose made major headlines all across America. Here in San Jose, boomed the do-
gooders: was a classic example of the “Evils of Rock and Roll” that were going to send 
every teenager to hell. Ralph always chuckled when telling this story. 
 
Besides his Reserve volunteer time, Ralph owned a construction business where he did 
major tractor excavation (something he learned on Iwo Jima). He later worked for 
Intel.  
 
As a reserve, Ralph was innovative and helped start the Mounted Unit. He was always 
there when needed; you name a major incident that required help from the Reserves 
and Ralph was there; floods, explosions (J.C. Penney), officers KIA. It didn’t matter; 
you called; he answered. Ralph was the classic role model of what a Reserve Officer 
was all about. 
 
I asked Josephine if there was anything that she wanted all of you to know and she 
said this: "Ralph was so proud to be a Reserve Officer. He absolutely loved the San Jose 
Police Dept." The feeling was mutual: anyone who knew Ralph loved and respected him 
too. 
 
Goodbye old friend.

Reed’s Latest May Pass Legal Test

Former San Jose Mayor Chuck Reed has twice rolled out statewide pension reform 
initiatives. Each time, Attorney General Kamala Harris effectively killed the measures 
before Reed could start collecting signatures to place them on the ballot. 
 
This time might be different. 
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Ex-San Jose Mayor Chuck Reed, along with a former 

San Diego councilman, has submitted two initiative 

proposals for statewide pension reform 

 
On Monday, Reed and former San Diego Councilman Carl DeMaio submitted two new 
initiative proposals. Harris must now write the ballot titles and summaries. Then the 
sponsors will decide which of the proposals has the best chance of winning and will try 
to place it on the November 2016 ballot. 
 
For each of the earlier tries, Harris wrote that the initiative “Eliminates constitutional 
protections for vested pension and retiree health care benefits for current public 
employees … for future work performed.” 
 
It sounds so ominous. If voters understood what it meant, a majority would probably 
support it. But they don’t understand, and the explanation doesn’t fit neatly on a 
bumper sticker. 
 
Consequently, polls testing that ballot language showed that the measures would have 
lost. That’s why Reed and DeMaio never pursued them. Instead, they’re trying to 
ensure that the measure they move forward with does not affect current public 
employees’ vested rights. 
 
The new proposals are directed only at new workers. Each would slow mounting 
retirement costs for state and local governments but in slightly different ways: 
 
ƴ The Voter Empowerment Act would require voter approval to offer traditional 
pensions to employees hired after 2018. The balloting would be among residents of the 
affected jurisdiction, such as a city, county or, for state employees, the entire state. 
 
The measure would also limit the government to paying no more than half the cost of 
pensions and other retirement benefits, with employees responsible for the rest. That 
50 percent government share could only be increased with voter approval. 
 
ƴ The Government Pension Cap Act would continue allowing traditional pensions for 
public employees hired after 2018 without voter approval. But governments could 
spend no more than 11 percent of a new employee’s base compensation on retirement 
benefits, and no more than 13 percent for new police or firefighters. And that amount 
could be no more than half the total cost of the benefits. Only voters could increase 
those percentages. 
 
Both alternatives are designed to limit retirement benefit expenses and to give voters 
more control so that union leaders and elected officials don’t continue cutting costly 
backroom deals. 
 
When Reed and DeMaio receive the attorney general’s ballot title and summary for 
each, they’ll see which polls better and then pick one to put out for qualification 
signatures. 
 
They don’t trust Harris, who is counting on labor support for her 2016 U.S. Senate 
campaign, to write evenhanded summaries, so they’re bracing for a court fight. 
 



But if they have to litigate, it’s an uphill battle. The law gives considerable latitude to 
the attorney general’s interpretation. Reed lost his court challenge to Harris’ summary 
of his 2014 measure. And he and DeMaio didn’t bother to challenge her summary of the 
measure they filed earlier this year. In that instance, she was right that it would have 
affected current workers. 
 
Instead, for the Voter Empowerment Act, Reed and DeMaio took the 2015 measure and 
stripped out the language affecting current employees. The Government Pension Cap 
Act is a different approach that also would not affect vested rights. 
 
California’s vested rights doctrine is one of the most protective in the nation. Created 
by a series of state Supreme Court rulings, it essentially says that once public 
employees start working, the rate at which they earn retirement benefits in the future 
can never be reduced. 
 
California government workers also can go on leave or transfer between public 
agencies and retain their vested rights. The latest Reed-DeMaio initiatives need one 
change to ensure they don’t affect those workers. I’m told that change is planned. 
 
If voters want to significantly trim public employee retirement costs, at some point 
they will need to change the state’s vested rights doctrine. Otherwise the expense will 
continue siphoning off larger portions of local government budgets, leaving less for 
basic services. 
 
In the meantime, Reed and DeMaio are working within the existing legal framework. At 
least it’s a start.

Chicago Mayor Blames City’s Crime Uptick on Officers Second-Guessing Themselves 
 

—The mayor believes, in light of high-profile incidents, officers do not want to see a 
news story about themselves—

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CHICAGO — Mayor Rahm Emanuel on Monday stood by his contention that Chicago 
police officers are becoming "fetal" out of concern they will get in trouble for actions 
during arrests, blaming officers second-guessing themselves in the wake of high-profile 
incidents for rising crime rates in Chicago and elsewhere. 

 
 
Last week, the mayor was part of a meeting in Washington, D.C., with Attorney General 
Loretta Lynch and a group of mayors and police officials from across the nation to 
discuss a spike in homicides and other crime. 
 
"We have allowed our police department to get fetal and it is having a direct 
consequence. They have pulled back from the ability to interdict ... they don't want to 
be a news story themselves, they don't want their career ended early, and it's having 
an impact," Emanuel said, according to the Washington Post. 
 
On Monday, Emanuel pointed to that tentativeness as one of the causes of an increase 
in crime here this year. "What happened post-Baltimore, what happened post-Ferguson 
is having an impact," Emanuel said. "And I still believe recent events over the last year 
or 18 months have had an impact. And officers will tell you that. And I tried to speak up 
for the good officers that are doing community policing that make up the men and 
women of the Chicago Police Department." 
 
Emanuel's decision to blame violent crime increases in part on the after-effects of the 
death of Freddie Gray while in police custody in Baltimore and the fatal shooting of 
Michael Brown by a police officer in Ferguson, Mo., cases that led to rioting in those 
cites, comes as Chicago sees violence on the uptick. 
 
September was Chicago's deadliest month since 2002, with 60 homicides. Through 
Sept. 27, homicides and shootings had risen 21 percent from the year-earlier period, 
Police Department numbers show. Most of the City Council's black aldermen last week 
called for Emanuel to fire police Superintendent Garry McCarthy, but the mayor said he 
supports his top cop. 
 
On Monday, the mayor said a group of beat officers told him recently that they have 
begun to hesitate before stopping people on the street for fear they could get in 
trouble. 
 
"Officers themselves are telling me about how the news over the last 15 months 
impacted their instincts: Do they stop or do they keep driving?" Emanuel said at an 
unrelated news conference. "When I stop here, is it going to be my career on the line? 
And that's an honest conversation. And all of us who want officers to be pro-active, to 
be able to do community policing in a pro-active way, have to encourage them, so it's 



not their job on the line or that judgment call all the time that if they stop, this could be 
a career-ender."

Man Sentenced to Prison for 'Cop Block' Posts

A man was sentenced to prison last week for making threats against law enforcement 
online. 
 
Dustin McCaskill was sentenced to 12 months in prison on Thursday in the U.S. District 
Court of Nevada for making death threats to FBI agents and officers in Carter County, 
Oklahoma and Colorado Springs on his anti-police "Cop Block" Facebook pages, 
according to KTEN-TV. 
 
The 33-year-old also received three years of supervised release in which he will have 
restricted computer access, regular drug tests and mental health evaluations. 
 
McCaskill pleaded guilty June 30 to interstate communications with intent to extort, 
agreeing to waive his rights to a trial, according to The Daily Ardmoreite. 
 
Court documents showed that McCaskill's admission of guilt included "knowingly" 
disseminating messages containing threats to injure law enforcement officers on a 
Facebook page he operated under "Colorado Cop Block." 
 
His posts included, "I'm going to advocate the death of police and the FBI and the 
police are going to watch me do it. Speaking of advocating death if someone was to 
gun this Oklahoma officer down, I will be the first to donate to his defense fund." 
 
He also posted" "Let's do this one more time. I'll kill an FBI agent or foot soldier if they 
come at me. Now, come arrest me you ******* cowards. I just made a threat. I'm 
going to be the pigs' worst nightmare. Come get me." 
 
McCaskill had been detained by federal authorities since he was arrested by FBI agents 



outside a Las Vegas casino where he was staying Jan. 15. Officials said he used his 
room at the casino to post threats to his Facebook account on Jan. 11, Jan. 13 and 
again Jan. 15. 
 
The case originated in Colorado Springs where McCaskill had been living and where he 
was operating several "Cop Block" Facebook sites.

Monthan AFB in Tucson from 1964 through 1968. In addition to being the primary 
training base for the F4C Phantom that was being used in Vietnam, we also had a U-2 
Wing attached to the base. A buddy of mine and I would sometimes go over to the 
flight line and watch pilots train in the spy plane that was made famous when the 
Russians shot down Gary Powers during a spy mission over Russian territory. (The U-
2's replacement, the SR-71 Blackbird, came on line in ’64, but it was an ultra top secret 
project at the time.) 
 
Because of the U-2’s extraordinary wingspan, pilots needed assistance during landings 
which came in the form of a chase car to help guide the pilot onto the runway. During 
my tour of duty in the mid-'60s the chase car was a blue Ford station wagon like the 
one pictured below. It would wait at the end of the runway until the U-2 crossed the 
threshold, then the driver would gun the Ford while a back-up pilot in the car would be 
in radio communication with the pilot and tell him how far above the runway he was. 
As soon as the U-2 would come to a stop, airmen would jump out of the wagon and 
attached wheeled pylons to the wings so it could taxi. The entire PROCESS was a hoot 
to watch.
