Esquivelôs Retirement Turns into Tracy Job

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SAN JOSE ð It doesnôt look like outgoing San Jose police Chief Larry Esquivel is quite 
ready for retirement after the city of Tracy announced Wednesday that he is set to be 
their next police chief. 
 
Esquivel, who was also a final-four candidate for the top cop job in Tucson, Arizona, is 
expected to take the helm at the Tracy Police Department in February, according to a 
news release from the city. He is set to retire as San Jose police chief just weeks 
before. 
 
ñIôm very excited about the opportunity, and look forward to continuing efforts to 
engage the community and help it grow,ò Esquivel stated in the release. 
 
According to the news release, Esquivel will replace current Tracy police Chief Gary 
Hampton, who announced his retirement in April. Esquivel, who sources said abruptly 
pulled out of the running for the Tucson chief job earlier this week, was selected for the 
Tracy police chief position after a four-month national search. 
 
Esquivel, 53, has served his hometown for 30 years. He announced his retirement from 
SJPD over the summer, with a departure date of Jan. 16. Assistant Chief Eddie Garcia 
has been tapped to replace him as interim chief. Esquivel led the department through 
unprecedented trials that included chronic understaffing, an election year dominated 
by merciless sparring over the cityôs public safety picture, and scrutiny about racial 
sensitivity and police militarization in light of national movements. He leaves the 
department on an upswing, with a contentious pay and pension battle seemingly 
resolved and morale recovering. 
 
ñ(Downtime is) going to happen at some point in my life, but I still have some gas in 
the tank,ò he said.

Ex-cop Sues Over Traffic Stop 
 

ðRetired San Jose police officer claims 2013 incident was needlessly violentð

SANTA CLARA ð A retired San Jose police officer is suing a group of Santa Clara officers 
and the city for $2 million over a 2013 traffic stop he asserts was needlessly violent and 
potentially racially motivated, according to a federal lawsuit filed this week. 
 
Martin Monica, the plaintiff, is also known for an array of political pursuits that include 
unsuccessful bids for Santa Clara County Sheriff, police chief in San Jose and Santa 
Clara, and the state Assembly. The Santa Clara City  
 
Attorneyôs Office on Friday declined to comment on the suit. 
 
The lawsuit says that on Oct. 22, 2013, Monica was driving with his son in his 1992 
Honda Accord along Park Avenue in San Jose when he was pulled over by Santa Clara 
officer Bryan Williams for allegedly not having a front license plate. 
 
Monica, 60, insists he did have a front license plate, and that while he was waiting for 
Williams to verify his identity, three other patrol units arrived at the scene. The suit 
claims Williams later ñaggressively orderedò Monica out of his car and that he was 
ñgrabbedò and ñescortedò to the side of the road. 
 
Monica claims due to unspecified medical conditions, he was in a weakened state and 
could not quickly comply with orders to sit on the curb. The officers, he claims, grew 
ñenraged at his slow response,ò forced him to sit, beat him and twisted his arm hard 
enough to inflict a fracture. Monica also claims the officer intimidated his son and that 
he received a traffic citation for not having a front license plate. 
 
He also contends in the filing that police officers have a habit of stopping ñundesirableò 
cars and harassing minority drivers to get them to leave the city. Monica repeatedly 
identifies himself as Hispanic in the filing. 
 
Monica also claims he told Williams that in addition to being a retired San Jose police 
officer, he served as a chief of police in Parlier to ñlessen the officerôs anxiety level.ò 
Monica served for about eight months as chief of the town of 15,000 near Fresno, 
before being fired in 2002 amid allegations of mismanagement; he argued his firing 
was political retaliation.

Police Pact Helps to Galvanize Substation 
 

ðOnce mothballed, facility is showcased as symbol of growthð

SAN JOSE ð The lobby of the ultramodern police substation on Great Oaks Parkway is 
adorned by a huge glass map of South San Jose that orients you to where you are in 
the city and draws you to the service windows below. Bathed in natural sunlight, it will 
be a welcoming venue for members of the public going to the building seeking police 
help. 
 
Eventually. 
 
For the foreseeable future, it will have to suffice mostly as a symbol for potential. But 
that looks to become more than mere wistfulness in the current atmosphere, after an 
agreement was reached this past summer between the police union and city. Their 
hard-fought pact ended a stalemate over pay, pension and disability benefits that 
spurred an exodus of officers and kept the substation mothballed for years. 
 
That was until last summer, when the department decided on a new plan. Instead of 
being the virtual second headquarters originally envisioned, the building is currently 
home to the police academy, recruiting and training units. It also houses the 
Community Service Officer program and is a venue for community programs like the 
Youth Leadership Academy. 
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The San Jose Police Departmentôs southern substation on Great 

Oaks Parkway houses an array of ancillary units and programs. 
 
On Sunday morning, in its first truly public showcase of the facility, the police 
department hosted a group of community leaders to tour the substation and update 
them on new initiatives launched by the department, including the nascent body-
camera program. 
 
ñItôs being utilized every single day,ò police Chief Larry Esquivel said of the substation. 
ñAt some point, hopefully, it will be used for its intended purpose.ò But it will have to 
happen post-Esquivel; the chief is set to retire from the force in January. So it falls to 
Assistant Chief Eddie Garcia, the appointed chief-in- waiting, come January. He hopes 
to transform the substation from a reminder of unfulfilled promise into a totem of 
possibility as he oversees the complicated task of replenishing the embattled police 
force. 
 
ñWe want to utilize anything we have that symbolizes growth,ò Garcia said. ñThis 
building represents a rebranding, our modernization. We want to tell recruits, óCan you 
imagine yourself working at this desk, working out at this gym?ô ò Since construction 
finished in 2010 on the $92 million substation, it has remained closed for public 
business because its conception last decade hinged on a projection the force would rise 
from 1,400 to 1,900. But for an array of economic and political reasons, the exact 
opposite happened, and the departmentôs manpower nose-dived to just above 900 
today. 
 
But with the pending labor agreement ð awaiting other city union negotiations and 
judicial approval ð the police administration hopes that someday soon, the department 
can remove a sandwich board propped up on the substationôs main driveway telling 
passing motorists: ñNo Police Services At This Location.ò 
 
ñWeôve gotten through this dark time, and this shows we still moved a lot of things 
forward,ò Esquivel said. ñWeôre going to get there.ò

Former Police Auditor to Lead Panel for Jails 
 

ðSelection of retired Judge Cordell praised, but guards want inputð

The appointment on Monday of San Joseôs former independent police auditor to head a 
commission charged with recommending improvements to Santa Clara Countyôs 
troubled jails drew praise from inmates rights activists, but jail guards quickly 
condemned the county for failing to include them on the panel. 
 
The announcement that LaDoris Cordell would chair the 25-member panel came about 
nine weeks after three correctional officers allegedly beat to death mentally ill inmate 
Michael Tyree, prompting prosecutors to charge the guards with murder and the county 
Board of Supervisors to create the advisory commission. 
 
Cordell, an African-American retired Superior Court judge, has a reputation for 
ferreting out institutional abuse and refusing to kowtow to the powerful. As chair of a 
San Jose State task force, she led an investigation last year into racial bias after a 
group of students there was charged with a hate crime for allegedly bullying a black 
freshman who lived in their dorm suite. 
 
ñI was pleased to see the county was able to convince Judge Cordell to chair the 
commission,ò said Alison Brunner, an inmate rights lawyer with the Law Foundation of 
Silicon Valley. ñSheôll be great in terms of getting us to use our time wisely because of 
her experience at San Jose State.ò 
 
Taking charge 
 
In brief comments at a news conference Monday, Cordell immediately took the reins, 
vowing to make the commissionôs work as transparent as possible ð including posting 
videos of its twice-monthly meetings on YouTube ð and to complete the commissionôs 
work in four months. 
 
ñIt is sad we are in a reactive modeò and not a proactive stance, Cordell said. ñBut I 
have been assured we will be provided all the information we need to do our job.ò 
 
The selection of Cordell pleased inmate advocates, who had expressed concerns that 
the ñblue ribbonò commission was merely a public relations ploy to muffle outrage after 
Tyreeôs death. 
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ñJudge Cordell is an excellent choice,ò said the Rev. Jethroe Moore, president of the 
San Jose-Silicon Valley chapter of the NAACP, who applied to be on the commission but 
was not chosen. ñShe will be very fair and straightforward.ò 
 
Her appointment imbues the commission with ña lot more integrity,ò said Raj Jayadev, 
director of the civil rights group Silicon Valley De-Bug. ñIt increases the possibility of 
this group coming up with tangible steps to improve the jails.ò 
 
But the two unions that represent correctional officers and sheriffôs deputies chided 
Board of Supervisors President Dave Cortese and his fellow supervisors for failing to 
include someone with experience working in the countyôs three jails, which house 
about 3,600 inmates. Cortese, with input from the board, selected the commissioners 
from among 96 applicants. 
 
ñSo, Sheriff Laurie Smith and corrections Chief John Hirokawa will be on the 
commission, but no one who is actually line staff or who knows whatôs going on in the 
jails (will be)?ò said Lance Scimeca, president of the county chapter of the Correctional 
Peace Officers Association. ñThatôs a shame.ò 
 
However, the county said late Monday that no one from the peace officers association 
or the Deputy Sheriffs Association applied. Cortese did appoint one representative with 
law enforcement experience: Dennis Grilli, a retired Santa Clara police officer who at 
the beginning of his 30-year career worked in the 90-inmate Richmond jail, according 
to his application. 
 
Among those also named as commissioners were supervisors Cindy Chavez and Ken 
Yeager; Superior Court Judge Stephen Manley, who oversees the mental health and 
drug courts; retired Judge Susan Bernardini, a former public defender; former inmates 
Pablo Gaxiola and Hope Holland; Rick Callendar of the NAACP; and several mental 
health advocates. 
 
Last month, a suggestion by county staff that meetings begin at 4:30 p.m. drew 
protests from NAACP representatives and other advocates, who said it would make it 
impossible for working people to participate. Cordell said the meetings are now likely 
to occur in the evening or on Saturdays from 11 a.m. to 2 p.m. 
 
Cordell will also decide the panelôs agenda, rather than follow the county staffôs 
proposed structure, she said. The commission will likely advise the Board of 
Supervisors and the sheriff, who jointly run the jails, on such issues as mental health 
care of inmates, the inmate complaint policy, civilian oversight of the jails and the 
hiring and training of jail guards. 
 
óUnique opportunityô 
 
As head of the San Jose State task force, Cordell guided the 18-member panel in 
producing clear recommendations, some of which have already been adopted, including 
more training for residence hall staff. 
 
Cortese said Tyreeôs tragic death offered a ñunique opportunity to do something bold, 
dramatic.ò He promised the commission will be given all the information it needs to 
evaluate the jails, even if the publicity prompts lawsuits. 



 
ñIf that is perhaps the cost of doing transformative work that needs to be done, we 
accept that,ò Cortese said. 
 
Last month, county officials had also recommended that the commission give people 
with complaints ñthe opportunity to connect privately with the appropriate county 
staffò instead of letting them speak publicly. The commission should stick to ñpolicy, 
procedures and operations,ò officials advised. 
 
But the Board of Supervisors voted unanimously earlier this month that commissioners 
be allowed to hear public complaints about the mistreatment of inmates, noting there 
was an obvious discrepancy between the written policies and what is actually 
happening in the county.

PORTLAND, Ore. ï A burglar climbed into bed with a couple living in Northwest 
Portland early Thursday morning, only to have one of the victims chase after him firing 
a handgun, Portland police said. 
 
Officers ended up catching the suspect, 32-year-old Richard Dean Defeudis, at a vacant 
home a block away from the couple's home at Northwest 27th and Quimby Street. 
 
According to police, Defeudis broke into the house near Chapman Elementary School 
and started gathering valuables in the home. 
 
He took off his clothes, climbed into bed with the man and woman living at the house 
while holding a knife, police said. The man told police he woke up when Defeudis kissed 
him.

According to police, Defeudis didn't know the victims. 
 
The man pushed Defeudis off of him and went for his gun, telling the burglar to stop. 
 
Police said Defeudis put on his pants and ran from the home as the victim gave chase, 
firing three shots from the handgun. 
 
Defeudis wasn't hit by the gunfire and continued to run away, and Portland police 
officials said he eventually broke into a vacant home about a block away on Pettygrove 
Street. Officers ended up catching him at the house. 
 
Carol and her son, who live across the street from the couple's home, heard the 
gunshots a few minutes after 3:30 a.m. Her son, who sleeps with his window open, 
heard it all. 
 
"Screaming. It was screaming at each other," she said. "There was something about a 
knife and then after that, that's when the shots." 
 
Defeudis was treated at the hospital, possibly related to drug use, before being booked 
into the Multnomah County Jail on burglary charges, first-degree sex abuse, and 
unlawful use of a weapon. 
 
The couple wasn't hurt in the incident. 
 
Defeudis will be in court Friday.
