The agreement also must be ratified by the union membership and approved by the City
Council, which is scheduled to consider it on Dec. 15.

SAN JOSE 6 City leaders on Tuesday will consider approving the installation of two memorial
signs along Highway 87 to honor fallen police Officer Michael Johnson, just three months
before the one-year anniversary of his death in the line of duty. Johnson was fatally shot
March 24 while responding to a 911 call involving a suicidal man.

The two signs, one on north Highway 87 at the Capitol Expressway off-ramp and another on
south Highway 87 near the 280 interchange, will cost $6,000.

L.A. Council Supports Exemption to Ammunition Law for Retired, Reserve Police

In a hotly contested move, Los Angeles lawmakers voted Wednesday to back an exemption
that will allow some retired and reserve police officers to continue to possess firearm
magazines that hold more than 10 rounds of ammunition d arguing that this would help
protect the public from threats.

The Los Angeles City Council voted 11-4 in favor of the exemptions to a citywide ban on such

ammunition magazines passed earlier this year. Council members Mike Bonin, Paul Koretz,
Nury Martinez and David Ryu opposed the proposed exemptions.

The debate pitted the Los Angeles Police Department and the police union, a politically
muscular group that has been an important player in local elections, against some of the gun-
control activists who had championed the ban as a way to curb the carnage of mass
shootings.

It also stirred concerns for City Atty. Mike Feuer, who privately warned lawmakers earlier this
year that exempting retired officers could create a legal risk for the city. Los Angeles already
is being sued over the law by gun-rights groups and other critics.

Councilman Mitch Englander spearheaded a drive to allow retired
and reserve police officers in LA to keep their 10+ round magazines.

The L.A. law, passed earlier this year, already exempted police and military on active duty,
licensed firearms dealers and several other categories of gun owners.

Under the new exemptions, the rules also would be lifted for retired law enforcement officers
who have permits to carry concealed weapons, as well as reserve officers who work for
agencies that already authorize them to possess such gun magazines.

Police officials and their union argued that retired and reserve officers should be exempt so
that they could be equipped to face down threats to public safety.

City Councilman Mitch Englander, who is an LAPD reserve officer, recounted incidents in
which retired officers stopped robberies or other attacks. Councilman Mitch O'Farrell said it
made no sense to bar police from using such ammunition magazines once they retired.

"1 am of the firm belief that once a cop, always a cop," O'Farrell said.

David Michaelson said that city lawyers
had i ncluded iat yisprveewiashiidno t hat could allow the e
were found unconstitutional, without jeopardizing the entire ordinance.

However, Michaelson cautioned that the city would have to convince a judge to do so and that
Los Angeles could face legal costs for damages if the exemptions were challenged.

Englander emphasized that the exemptions would apply only to officers who were deemed
Aqualifiedod under state or federal | aws. That woul

Because the exemptions were not unanimously approved Wednesday, they must undergo a
second reading at City Hall before getting final approval. Once the exemptions are approved,
Mayor Eric Garcetti is expected to sign off on them, his spokeswoman, Connie Llanos, said.

The City Hall debate over the exemptions occurred as reports emerged of a mass shooting in
San Bernardino, news that Englander shared with the council just before their vote.

Months earlier, Los Angeles lawmakers thrust the city into the national debate over gun
control by voting to ban firearm magazines that hold more than 10 rounds.

Backers of the ban said it could make gun rampages less deadly, by forcing an attacker to
stop sooner to reload. Gun rights activists and other critics d including dozens of county
sheriffs from elsewhere in Californiai have sued Los Angeles over the city ordinance, arguing
that it is preempted by California law and adds to a confusing patchwork of local rules that
gun owners must navigate when they travel.
